A service that assists subsidy-eligible as well as subsidy-ineligible families in making appropriate child care arrangements. This service is provided through in-takes, and consulting/counseling that leads to the development of an appropriate child care plan.

Start-Up/Health & Safety Grants Administered to Providers		                                   64  Grants


Grants up to $300 provided to support newly registered/licensed child care providers to assist in establishing a family child care business, and also $300 grants to support existing child care providers. Start-Up/Health & Safety grants are used for items such as fire alarms, first aid kits, and other items that are consistent with quality child care. 





Technical Assistance to Child Care Providers				   3,978  Individual Interactions


A service that occurs when a CCR&R provides information specific to a child care provider/program on such topics as: best practices for providing child care, indicators of quality child programs, information on business administration practices and regulations governing program compliance issues specific to that program. All individuals working in licensed and registered programs as well as legally exempt providers are eligible for technical assistance.





Intensive Technical Assistance to Providers				              1,005  Hours of Service


A service that occurs when a CCR&R provides information specific to a child care provider/program on such topics as: best practices for providing child care, indicators of quality child programs, information on business administration practices and regulations governing program compliance issues specific to that program. All individuals working in licensed and registered programs as well as legally exempt providers are eligible for intensive technical assistance. Intensive technical assistance is in person and is for a duration of at least one hour in length.





Assessment-based Technical Assistance				                 564  Hours of Service


	This service is the same service as Intensive Technical Assistance to Providers, but is specific to programs working with Consortium staff on 	projects using the environmental rating scales (ERS) such as ITERS, FCCERS and ECERS. These projects are generally about 3 months in 	duration, and consist of pre- and post-assessments.





Health Care Plan Review						                                      66  Plans


A service that occurs when a CCR&R Health Care Specialist works with a licensed or regulated child care site to assist and finalize, via their professional sign-off, a Health Care Plan concerning the NYS requirements of the Administration of Medication. The Health Care Plan Review service may include technical assistance and intensive technical assistance, but must include an initial consultation, a Health Care Plan review and signing, and one site visit during the implementation of the Health Care Plan.





Health Care Consultancy Incentive Grants				                                   30  Grants


Grants of $250 to support child care providers in their efforts to be qualified to administer medications to children. These grants are offered through the CCR&R’s Health Care Specialist. The grants cover the cost of MAT training, a requirement of most Health Care Plans.





Quality Improvement Grants	 					                                   20  Grants


Grants up to $250 to support child care providers in their efforts to improve quality at their child care site. These grants are offered in conjunction with CCR&R staff offering technical assistance and assessment-based intensive technical assistance support. The Quality Improvement grants are often offered in tandem with the CCR&R’s FCCERS, ITERS or ECERS projects. The grants consist of targeted training opportunities and materials to increase quality in the provider’s specific site.
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
